A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE PURCHASE OF REAL ESTATE PROPERTY
LOCATED WITHIN THE CORPORATE LIMITS OF THE CITY OF SELMA FOR PUBLIC USE

Estate of James E. Powell Acquisition

WHEREAS, the Code of Alabama empowers all cities and towns within the state to make
improvements to its streets, avenues, alleys, highways and other public places, including
the extensions thereof; and

WHEREAS, the City of Selma, Alabama desires to revitalize neighborhoods and expand,
develop and make improvements to the Riverfront Park and it is necessary for the City to
acquire certain real property and improvements located at 2 Lawrence Street (Parcel One),
900 Tremont Street (Parcel Two) and 901 Church Street (Parcel Three) situated at Selma,
Dallas County, Alabama and more specifically described, as follows:

Parcel One

2 Lawrence Street: A tract of land identifies as Lots 10, 11 and 12, Block
“A” according to the original plan of the Town of Selma, in the County of
Dallas, State of Alabama, and being more particularly described as
follows: Beginning at a point in the northeast corner of the intersection of
Lawrence Street with Bow Street, said point also being in the southwest
corner of Lot 10, Block “A”, herein above referred to; thence
northwestwardly along the northeast line of said Lawrence Street a
distance of one hundred twenty (120) feet to a point, said point being in
the northwest corner of the aforementioned Lot 10; thence
northeastwardly at right angles along the northwest line of the
aforementioned Lots 10, 11 and 12 a distance of one hundred eighty (180)
feet to a point in the northeast corner of the aforementioned Lot 12;
thence southeastwardly at right angles along the northeast line of said Lot
12 a distance of one hundred twenty (120) feet to a point in the northwest
line of said Bow Street, said point also being the southeast corner of said
Lot 12; thence southwestwardly at right angles along said northwest line
of Bow Street a distance of one hundred eighty (180) feet to the point of
beginning, containing twenty-one thousand six hundred (21,600) square
feet, more or less, and being a part of the same property conveyed to the
Grantee by Thomas M. Johnson by deed dated July 24, 1911, recorded in
Deed Book 242, page 144, and by deed dated July 24, 1911, recorded in
Deed Book 242, page 143, both in the office of the Judge of Probate, Dallas
County, Alabama.

Parcel Two
900 Tremont Street: Lots 6, 7 and 8, Block 46 of the King Estate

Parcel Three
901 Church Street: Lots 3, 4 and 5 of the King Estate having a total of
26,768 square feet

WHEREAS, the City Attorney has determined that the ESTATE OF JAMES E. POWELL is the
fee simple owner of and is in possession and control of the parcels of property described
herein, based upon and according to his due diligent research and review; and

WHEREAS, the City of Selma made an offer to the ESTATE OF JAMES E. POWELL to purchase
the parcels of property in question for the total amount of $40,000 and said offer was
accepted by the duly appointed Executor of the Estate, Robert C. Keys, fully authorized in
his capacity as such; and

WHEREAS, the City Council controls fiscal matters of the City of Selma, Alabama (“the
City”) and desires to hereby ratify and affirm the City’s acquisition of the parcels of
property described herein so that said property may be utilized to revitalize neighborhoods
and to expand, develop and make improvements to the Riverfront Park; and
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NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Selma,
Alabama that:

The City of Selma shall proceed with the acquisition of the real property and
improvements located at 2 Lawrence Street (Parcel One), 900 Tremont Street
(Parcel Two) and 901 Church Street (Parcel Three), more specifically described
above herein, from the ESTATE OF JAMES E. POWELL for consideration of
$40,000.00.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that Mayor George P. Evans is hereby authorized to direct
the preparation of the necessary instrument(s) of conveyance as well as the execution and
recording of the same on behalf of the City of Selma, Alabama.
